 Besides these two types of evil wills, 
thereõs also a good will that God doesnõt want us to do.  
This was the kind of will that David had when he 
wanted to build a temple for God.  God praised him for 
it, and yet God didnõt let it happen (2 Samuel 7:2-29).  
This was the kind of will that Christ had in the garden 
of Gethsemane.  Even though it was good, his will had 
to be set aside (Luke 22:42).  So if you would like to 
save the whole world, raise the dead, lead yourself and 
everyone else to heaven, and perform miracles, you 
should first seek Godõs will and submit your own will 
to his will.  You must pray, òDear God, this or that 
seems good to me.  If it pleases you, let it be done.  If it 
doesnõt please you, let it remain undone.ó

He does this so we learn that as good as our will might 
be, itõs still immeasurably inferior to his will.  So our 
inferior good will must yield to the infinitely good will
